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Elizabeth Rummel School Council Fundraising Policy
In this policy, Fundraising may be defined as the direct solicitation of funds or goods through sponsorship activities, athletics, the sale of products through vending machines or canvassing, and the sale of tickets for raffles.  ERS Council means Elizabeth Rummel School Council.

ERS Council may engage in fundraising activities provided that these activities fall within the bounds set out by this policy. ERS Council will abide by the following when considering a fundraising activity:

1.  Fundraising events will not openly promote the use of product brand name but may be promoted in generic terms ie: burger night, pizza day.

2.  Door-to-door canvassing by ERS students, or canvassing by students in public places,  is NOT permitted.

3.  When an event, trip or purchase is cancelled, the proceeds from fundraising cannot be specifically targeted to a student, but must be used to benefit the school department for which the activity was planned.

4.  Funds raised will go towards the furtherance of the ERS Council goals, unless Council specifically decides otherwise by motion.

5.  All equipment purchased from funds derived from fundraising shall become the property of ERS and shall be included in the equipment inventory list of the school. Such equipment must meet all relevant standards.

6.  In the event of a school closure, school consolidation, or that the equipment purchased through fundraising becomes obsolete, the disposition of these goods will be in consultation with the School Council, and the Home and School Association, if applicable.

7.  Donors will be made aware that cash donations of $25.00 or more to a school or program are eligible for a charitable receipt from the CRPS.

8.  ERS Council will strive to minimize the environmental impact of its fundraising activities.  In the event that a discernable environmental impact is created through fundraising activities, ERS 

Council will make every effort to reduce this impact – this includes working with the provider of the fundraising product to reduce their impact, and partnering with the school teachers and students to educate about this impact and work to reduce it.

9.  If ERS Council deems it necessary to pursue further funding they may look into fundraising through organizations like a Casino.  It is a viable option but not a mandated one.

10. The primary mission of Elizabeth Rummel School is to educate and support the development of the children attending the school.  Acceptance of donations by ERS School Council to the extent that they are not in conflict with the mission and direct interests of the school, enhances the ability of ERS to achieve the goal of providing students with a first-class educational experience. The goal of the School Council Board, with respect to the donation policy and procedures, is to provide transparency in its implementation.

ERS is a neighborhood school, it is a deserving recipient of donations by those interested in promoting the well-being of the community which ERS serves.  The Principal may designate that the School Council will receive donated funds and ensure that the funds are appropriately administered. 

11.  ERS will participate in initiatives the principal and council see as the right fit for our school, but would like to remove “Prizing” as the motivating factor.  ERS wishes to encourage the citizenship aspect in whatever form is relative.  It is up to the Principal and staff if they choose to run “contests” within classrooms.  We also do not wish to encourage the waste of such prizing.
