A major focus of Council over the past two years has been the library and supporting ERS administration in making the library the “heart” of our school. Specifically, Council has assisted in the development and funding of new library furniture and shelving; assisted in funding the upgrading and expansion of the book collection; and supported the development and implementation of our new teacher-librarian position.
